Salzburg Cathedral

The first Cathedral was built by St. Virgil (745 -784) in 774. After a fire in 1598 a new cathedral was begun by Lord Bishop Markus Sittikus to the plans of Santino Solari in 1614. In 1628 it was consecrated by Lord Bishop Paris Lodron. In advent the famous Christkindl market is held here.

Festspiel House.

This is the main coulisse for the world famous annual Salzburg Festival at the foot of the Mönchsberg.

The Hohensalzburg Fortress

The fortress was built in 1077 by Arch bishop Gebhard, extended by Arch bishop Leonhard von Keutschach (1495-1519) it is the largest intact fortress in Central Europe.

Getreidegasse

The pulsing heart of the old town. 

Mozart Square

Lies in the centre of Salzburg. The impressive statue of Mozart by Ludwig von Schwanthaler was erected here in 1842. Also home to the world famous Glockenspiel which rings daily from the Arch Bishop's Palace.

Mozart's Birthhouse

Getreidegasse 9, the family of Leopold Mozart lived here from 1747 – 1773. On 27th January 1756 Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart was born here. The family's living quarters is now a museum.

Mozart's house

Markartplatz 8, the family lived here from 1773 – 1787. In 1944 a bomb destroyed the  house apart from a part of the entrance hall and the 'Tanzmeistersaal'.

Hellbrunn – Castle and Water Games

Built 1612 – 1615, the Hellbrunn castle is one of the prettiest examples of meretricious architechture in the Northern Alps.

Schloss Mirabell

Originally called Altenau, the schloss Mirabell was built by Wolf Dietrich for Salome Alt. The Angels Stairway by Raphael Donner is particularly interesting, which leads to the Marble Room ' the most beautiful wedding venue in central Europe'. The groups of statues in the gardens are based on Greek mythology. 'The dwarf garden' Baroque Museum, Natural Theatre. The gardens border on the Congress House and the Kurhaus.
